Willis Longyear introduced Major 
Bill Heiselman of the Salvation 
Army.  Major Heiselman was 
raised in Maine, spent 4 years in 
the Coast Guard and 2 year in 
Vietnam.  He admitted that his 
father-in-law, who was also with 
the Salvation Army, was in the 
Lions Club.  He himself was in 
Kawanis but joined Rotary in 
when they lived in Medford 
Oregon.  The Salvation Army 
Adult Rehabilitation Center and 
the Women's Residence helped 
1649 men and 148 women during 
the year. Treating the whole person 
towards recovery from drug and 



alcohol addiction - physical, 
mental, emotional and spiritual 
components are part of the process. 
The ARC rehabilitation program is 
the only one with a work therapy 
component. The Army's 
rehabilitation success rate is one of 
the highest among all recovery 
programs. The program has no cost 
to the beneficiaries because of 
generous support from community 
leaders, donors and donated items 
sold in the 15 Thrift Stores located 
throughout Orange County.  Both 
Major Bill Heiselman and Major 
Laura Heiselman thanked our Club 
and all members who have 
participated in the program with 
Working Wardrobes.  He showed 
us a video of a true story of 
Richard Mericle, one of their 
success stores.  Every member and 
guest at our meeting received a 
Salvation Army coffee cup and a 
sweet treat from the Salvation 
Army.  Thank you.
