Candidates

David Bahnsen introduced today’s
speakers, Gloria Alkire and Keith
Curry, who are both candidates for the
Newport Beach City Council.

Gloria Alkire
Ms Alkire is a candidate from District
2. She has been a lifelong educator
serving at various times as a teacher,
principal and superintendent. She
views the job of City Councilwoman
as one who primarily establishes
policy and is running to represent and
be assessable to members of the
community and to provide a voice for
all members of the community. She
views the primary issues in the
community as group homes, extending
the John Wayne Airport curfew, and
the development of Banning Ranch.

In the question period she indicated
she was against the City having a
measure similar the pension reform
measure on the County ballot
(Measure J). She believes such
decisions should be made at the
council level. She believes group
homes need better supervision and
State regulations need to be changed
and is against State Proposition 5. It is
not the answer for people needing
more treatment.

Keith Curry
Mr. Curry is the present incumbent,

for the last 2 % years, on the City
Council from District 7. He is a
Financial Advisor and is Chairman of
the City Council Finance Committee.
He discussed some of the recent
accomplishments of the City Council
including completion of the Newport
Coast Community Center, the Crean
Library, updating traffic signal
control, group home legislation, the
pending construction of the Oasis
Community Center and the New City
Hall.

He discussed the increase in the City
budget which is primarily due to
increase in capital expenditures for the
Oasis Community Center and the New
City Hall. The city has little debt and



for these projects to proceed in a
timely manner some funds need to be
borrowed. Also, certain capital
improvement projects receive
substantial private fund support.

In the question period he stated any
City Hall design to be approved will
respect homeowner views and group
homes need to be disbursed and be
compatible with the neighborhood.
